Since dissemination and specially PR are of extreme importance for a project such as IDESA, a lot of effort has been spent to have a good project start.

The IDESA management board decided to use several parallel channels to inform the academic world on the IDESA project, and on the planned courses and the lecture portfolio on DVD.

1. Project Identity Set
IMEC developed the IDESA look-and-feel. Templates for word documents, PowerPoint presentations, (http://www.mtc-online.be/source/source.asp?out=true&SID=790&C=183&category=all) posters and for course brochures (http://www.mtc-online.be/source/source.asp?out=true&SID=866&C=193&category=all) were available by the end of December 2007. 
2. Internal Dissemination
IMEC has created an internal project partner website on the collaborative platform that is also in use by several other European projects. This website is available to project partners, to the project officer and to the project reviewers. It contains all course material and internal project documents.

3. Public Dissemination - Website

4. Public Course Brochures
The course brochures were developed. These are on-line since 18th January 2008, after having been reviewed by all lecturers and all consortium partners.
5. E-mail database
The objectives of the IDESA project and the availability of the IDESA website was announced on 23rd of January 2008, by email to a merged list of email respondents containing over 3150 addresses sourced by

· the Stimesi. This list contains over 3150 addresses. 
A mailing list for the advanced tutorials can be subscribed from the IDESA website.
6. Links to other projects
Links with Europractice, with Stimesi and with Eurotraining were established. Both Europractice and Stimesi have included advertisements for IDESA and provided links to the IDESA website.

The course programme was communicated to EUROTRAINING. The Eurotraining management board approved to take the IDESA courses into their training overviews that are being distributed to academia all over Europe. This was reconfirmed by Pierluigi Civera on 26th of May.
