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1 INTRODUCTION

2 STRUCTURE OF THE MANUAL

are grouped under sub-chapters. The manual covers the important themes of the project, the provision of
data via the BioCASe Provider Software, the BioCASe Monitor Services, the domain metadata standard ABCD
(Access to Biological Collection Data), the OpenUp! Data Quality Toolkit, the Natural History Aggregator,
Intellectual Property Rights, and means of outreach and dissemination of project results.
