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Publishable Final Activity Report
The improved use of research results in the formulation of Social Policy and practice can help enhance the quality of life for Europe’s citizens. However, the relationship between research and policy is not linear but characterised by a high degree of complexity. The definitions of research agendas and policy are defined by multiple pathways and methods of communication and knowledge exchange. The European Commission’s (EC) 7th Framework Programme (FP7), worth over 50 billion of euros has strong potential to contribute to overcoming such challenges. However experience shows how efforts of previous FPs have not always been forthcoming in terms of understanding when, how and why research results inform policy. The Think&Act Specific Support Action (SSA) was funded under the FP6 with the aim of helping to improve that coordination through a cycle of five European conferences. 

The overall objective of THINK & ACT is the improved articulation between EC funded research results in the Social Sciences and Humanities (SSH) and policy making at national, regional and local level in the European Union. 

This objective is to be reached through the diffusion and capitalisation of EC funded research in national and international contexts.

A cycle of 5 international conferences will be organised in 5 capital cities within 28 months.

The emphasis was on the examination of international themes in national contexts through using research results from projects funded under Framework Programme 4 (FP4), FP5 and FP 6, as well as appropriate actions funded by other sources (national or international). THINK & ACT responded to the following major needs of policy – research co-ordination in the SSH related sectors:

(i) despite the existence of high quality EC-funded research results in the SSH, the impact they have in policy-making at national, regional and local levels remains unknown.

(ii) there is a need for wide diffusion and collective analysis of EC-funded research results in the SSH at national, regional and local level in the EU and internationally by a critical mass of relevant actors.

(ii) there is a need to improve communication and create effective interfaces between academic researchers, the media and policy makers in the SSH field.

(iv) there is a need to enhance the visibility of EC-funded research in the media in order to better communicate results to citizens.

The project succeeded in bringing together about 1000 participants over a total of ten days in five cities as shown in the table below.

T&A produced a Final Document of Conclusions and Recommendations based on a meta-analysis of the five Conference Appraisal Documents (CADs) that were produced after each of the Conferences by the Presidents of the Scientific Committees. It contains conclusions and recommendations for the EC, national policy makers and researchers on how to improve the coordination between research results and policy-making in the specific research theme concerned. 

Conclusions

1. A key conclusion of all conferences was that the EC’s Framework Programmes provide a unique and invaluable platform for researchers to undertake trans-national cooperation and knowledge exchange. 

2. On the other hand, major challenges in working towards improving the coordination between research and policy were presented. A general conclusion reached was that the professional priorities of academics and policy-makers are highly dissimilar. 

3. There is no accountability framework in which researchers and policy-makers can be held accountable for ensuring that research results are duly considered and filtered into policy. 

4. There is a great diversity of concepts, terminology and methods used by academics, policy-makers and lawyers who contribute to defining legal terminology. 

5. Comparability of data and systems is an important element in enabling structured meta-analysis of similar phenomenon in different national contexts. 
Recommendations

1. EC: encourage a greater level of accountability into the EC’s Framework Programme. 

2. EC/researchers/national governments: identify ways of aligning the priorities and schedules of research with those of policy-making. 

3. EC/researchers: encourage harmonisation of concepts, terminology and methods in order to meaningfully compare socio-economic and political phenomenon.  

4. EC: encourage comparative approaches in Social Science research.

5. EC: Undertake a differentiated approach to communication of research results that recognises diversity of prevailing viewpoints and prejudices concerning European affairs in different member states.
