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Publishable executive summary

In the globalised world, research and development are moving forward to the ever freer and faster exchange of scientific results, information and research personnel between countries.

SMEs contribute to a more innovation friendly environment in Europe, improved conditions for the diffusion of new technologies, the emergence of new economic activities and fostering the innovation culture. The technology-based SMEs are the principle creators of future economic growth and employment. New and dynamic entrepreneurial initiatives are important for competitiveness and job-creating potential. All this can now be fully attributed to the developing sector of Russian innovative units and SMEs.

Funded under the FP6 INCO SSA programme, project CREATION (Connecting Russian and EuropeAn Technologies and InnovatiON Systems) was focused on development of an efficient and sustainable infrastructure for information support to Russia’s SMEs participation in FP6 and EU stakeholders interested in international co-operation with Russian RTD units and innovative SMEs, thus compensating the deficiency of information sources both in Russia and in the EU.

The project was targeted at the following objectives:

· To inform EU stakeholders on innovative SMEs in Russia and their activities, assist European RTD teams in the search for Russian partners and consortium building. 

· To promote involvement of Russian high-tech SMEs into innovation processes both in Russia and the EU. 

· To facilitate participation of Russian S&T community and high-tech SMEs in FP6. 

· To increase Russian stakeholders’ awareness of FP6 and emerging ERA related issues.

The international project consortium involved five organisations from Russia and Austria: Centre for Science and Education Programmes (CESEP, Russia) - co-ordinator; Centre for Science Research and Statistics (CSRS, Russia); Austrian Research Promotion Agency (FFG, Austria); St.-Petersburg State University (SPbSU, Russia) and State University – Higher School of Economics (HSE, Russia). The consortium was co-ordinated by Prof. Leonid Gokhberg (20, Myasnitskaya, Moscow, Russia. Tel: +7 495 6212873, fax: +7 495 6250367, e-mail: Lgokhberg@hse.ru).

The key aspects of the project were two-way EU-Russia information flow and services. The services generated opportunities for encouraging international SMEs and research organisations partnership. The Internet accessible partner search tool "Russian RTD Units & Innovative SMEs" with classification of the presented institutions by FP6 thematic priorities, as well as the published Directory of the same name made it easy to get contact details of high-tech SMEs and research centres in Russia. 

The tailor-made website, regularly issued information digests, assistance and consultancy services on all aspects of participation in FP6 established in Moscow and St.-Petersburg have facilitated the participation of Russian SMEs and research institutions in FP6. 

Two international training workshops “Participation of Russian RTD Organisations and Small and Medium Enterprises in the Sixth Framework Programme and Innovation Activities” were carried out by the project partner Austrian Research Promotion Agency in Moscow and St.-Petersburg. The workshop collected more than 200 representatives of Russian research organisations and SMEs, authorities from the Ministry for Education and Science of the Russian Federation, the European Commission DG for Research and INTAS.

Russian-language web services and regular information digests presented to Russian audience results of the EU RTD programmes and technology offers, consequently introducing new technological opportunities for Russian SMEs, raising their awareness of external new technology resources and promoting international co-operation in the innovation field.

Thus, the CREATION project objectives and activities targeting Russia's integration to ERA noticeably contributed to the general objective of international co-operation activities carried out under the FP6 to help open up the ERA to the rest of the world. 

The project provided European SMEs and research organisations with access to knowledge and expertise available in Russia and facilitated participation of Russian RTD units and SMEs in the INCO and the broader Priority Thematic Areas in the context of the FP6 new instruments.

Activity report

Section 1 –
Project objectives and major achievements during the reporting period

A general project's objective was to develop an efficient and sustainable infrastructure for information support to Russia’s participation in FP6 and the ERA, and involvement of Russian enterprises into innovation process via establishing links with EU partners. The measures proposed by the project targeted the following immediate objectives:

1. To inform EU stakeholders on innovative SMEs in Russia and their activities, assist European RTD teams in the search for Russian partners and consortium building. 

2. To promote involvement of Russian high-tech SMEs into innovation processes both in Russia and the EU. 

3. To facilitate participation of Russian S&T community and high-tech SMEs in FP6. 

4. To increase Russian stakeholders’ awareness of FP6 and emerging ERA related issues.

Under realisation of the defined goals the following major achievements were obtained during the reporting period: 

1. The English–language database "Russian RTD Units & Innovative SMEs" was elaborated with classification of its records by existing EU S&T priorities and user-friendly Internet search tool. 

2. The Directory "Russian RTD Units & Innovative SMEs" was published in English.

3. The project website http://www.fp6-creation.ru was created, including the Russian and English versions. The Russian version http://www.fp6-creation.ru/index.htm presents information on FP6 and opportunities for SMEs participation in the thematic priorities and the specific SMEs programme. Special sections were designed within the Russian version of the website for overview of data on research findings and technologies obtained under EU programmes. The series of the CORDIS-based express-information briefs on FP6 and other RTD international EU programmes were placed on the Russian-language website pages. The English version http://www.fp6-creation.ru/eindex.htm presents: a review of the SME sector in Russia; Partner Search Service on Russian RTD Units & Innovative SMEs; ‘expressions of interest’ section presenting questionnaires filled in by Russian innovative SMEs, research organizations and universities interested in RTD international collaboration and participation in the EU Framework programmes. 

4. There were established FP6 information, assistance and consultancy services in Moscow and St.–Petersburg.

5. Russian-language CORDIS-based express-information briefs on EU RTD programmes were periodically issued and disseminated, as well as digests on research findings and technologies obtained under EU programmes.

6. International training workshops “Participation of Russian RTD Organisations and Small and Medium Enterprises in the Sixth Framework Programme and Innovation Activities” were organized in Moscow and St.–Petersburg.

The objective of the WP1 was achieved by development and maintenance of an English–language database "Russian RTD Units & Innovative SMEs" with classification of its records by existing EU S&T priorities. 

With the aim to inform the European community on Russian SMEs that have capacities to implement research results, in particular, those dealing with high-tech, there was created a database "Russian RTD Units & Innovative SMEs". The project partners – CESEP, CSRS and ISEK/HSE organised the database development process from the starting stage of collectiing initial data to the final stage of launching the user-friendly Internet accessible database and Directory publication. The major sources of data were CESEP, CSRS and ISEK/HSE databases and custom-made surveys targeting RTD units and innovative SMEs. All sorts of sources for information collection, including a data collection exercise aimed at newly organised RTD units, were utilized in this regard. The information for the database relating to the “Innovative SMEs” was collected in close collaboration with the Russian Foundation for Assistance to Small Innovative Enterprises (FASIE) http://www.fasie.ru/. For specification and updating of the initial data, two types of bilingual Russian-English questionnaires corresponding to research organisations or SMEs were elaborated. These questionnaires supplied with instructions and briefs about FP6 were disseminated to a wide range of research organisations and SMEs in Russia. The access to the questionnaires for on-line infill was also provided via project’s website http://www.fp6-creation.ru/win/quest.html.

The collected data and filled in questionnaires were analysed, processed, translated into English and organised as a database. 

To assist RTD units and SMEs from the EU Member States and Associated Countries in the search for Russian partners and consortium building, an access to the database was provided through the Internet http://www.fp6-creation.ru/win/partnersearch.php. With this aim, proper software and a user-friendly interface were developed. "Russian RTD Units & Innovative SMEs " is an English-language database on Russian RTD organisations (research institutes, universities, designing bureaux, etc.) & small and medium enterprises covering in their activities the whole range of FP6 thematic areas. This database covers about 6,000 organisations across Russia and contains detailed information about each organisation, such as its post address, phone and fax numbers, e-mail, website address, name of the institution head and fields of S&T activity. 

In order to create efficient procedures of partner search a tailor-made concordance key between the FP6 thematic priority activities and relevant positions of the Russian Rubricator of S&T activities has been developed for the search service. At the first step, a user can select a FP6 thematic priority activity he is interested in. At the second step, the user chooses one or more relevant positions from the Russian Rubricator. The search results present detailed data on RTD Units & Innovative SMEs engaged in the selected S&T areas. 
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“Russian RTD Units & Innovative SMES " is an English-language database on Russian RTD organisations

(research institutes, universities, designing bureaus, etc.) & small and medium enterprises covering in their

activities the whole range of FP6 thematic areas. This database contains detailed information about each

organisation, such as its post address, phone and fax numbers, e-mail, web-site address, name of the
institution head and fields of S&T activity. The information system will assist RTD arganisations & SMES from
the EU Member States and Associated Countries in the search for Russian partners and consortium building
within FP6/FP and other European research programmes.

All information collected in the project framework was either taken from open publicly available sources or provided by particular RTD units or enterprises on a voluntary basis.

The database is accessible for any INCO and INTAS initiatives and is used by participants and targeted audience of RUSERA, TECHBRID and other INCO projects. 

The cross-references, information links and access to the database from the RTC North and ZENIT Internet websites with relevant announcement and instructions for European users were provided.

A Directory “Russian RTD Units and Innovative SMEs” was published at the CSRS printing shop. A copy of the Directory is enclosed with the present report.

The Directory "Russian RTD Units & Innovative SMEs" is to be widely disseminated among all the parties concerned. It will increase research co-operation between enterprises and the public science.
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It will promote new technological opportunities for Russian SMEs. The Database and Directory provide stakeholders from the EU Member States and Associated Countries with access to knowledge and expertise available in Russian RTD entities and SMEs, enable EU RTD teams with an efficient tool for search of Russian partners and consortium building, facilitate Russia’s participation in FP6 projects. It  will contribute to forming new and strengthening existing mutually beneficial partnerships and development of EU – Russia S&T co-operation, e.g. via building networks related to particular RTD problems addressed by FP6.

The objective of the WP2 was achieved by creation of Russian-language web pages http://www.fp6-creation.ru/win/results.html and design of periodical digests for dissemination of data on research findings and technologies obtained under EU programmes to Russian high-tech SMEs.

During the project implementation the CREATION website was elaborated. The website includes the particular service for presentation of relevant information in Russian, based on CORDIS Technology Marketplace, CORDIS FOCUS RTD Results Supplement and other information sources.
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Periodical digests providing relevant information on RTD results and new technologies were designed and monthly issued. The project group selected the relevant information from the EU sources, translated it into Russian and prepared regularly on this basis information materials for the project website and digests. 

The digests were distributed among Russian SMEs and research ogranisations (more than 3,000 e-mails) in electronic form free of charge. The on-line subscription on the digests was provided from the website. The information web pages are available to a wide range of Russian innovative enterprises that have capacities to implement research results obtained under the EU RTD programmes. The information on new technologies and innovation initiatives existing in RTC North (UK) and ZENIT GmbH (Germany) was also distributed in Russia by means of digests issues.

The created information services – web pages and digests introduced new technological opportunities for Russian SMEs and raised their awareness of external new technology resources.

The digests issued during the project implementation are presented in Annex 1.

Creation of the information, assistance and consultancy services in Moscow and St.- Petersburg contributed significantly to the achievement of the WP3 main objective: to facilitate participation of Russian S&T community and high-tech SMEs in FP6.

Assisting and consultancy service in Moscow was organised at the State University – Higher School of Economics. Relevant information concerning SMEs participation in FP6 was studied and translated into Russian. This information covers the SME specific programmes, participation rules for SMEs, calls for proposals, partner search facilities, proposal preparation, financial rules, contract negotiations and reporting, intellectual property rights, etc. Specially trained staff provided assistance and consultations on the whole range of SME participation issues for Russian potential participants in the Central region of Russia. 

In the Northwest region of Russia, assisting and consultancy service was organised at the St.-Petersburg State University. With this aim, the ICAPE staff was preliminarily trained by experts from CESEP and HSE. Providing assistance and consultations for SME applicants in the Northwest region, the ICAPE staff worked in close collaboration with the Moscow service and had access to the comprehensive information materials in Russian on SME participation in FP6 including the SME specific programmes, participation rules for SME, calls for proposals, partner search facilities, proposal preparation, financial rules, contract negotiations and reporting, intellectual property rights, etc. ICAPE disseminated information materials and express-information briefs to a wide range of all interested parties in the electronic forms throughout the Northwest region. Various information dissemination activities, such as regional seminars and infodays, were used by ICAPE for information spreading. 

The information materials were placed on the CREATION website. Assistance and consultations were provided daily by HSE and ICAPE staff for representatives of Russian SMEs and research organisations via e-mail, by phone and at individual meetings. A special section “Frequently Asked Questions” was opened on the website. It includes various questions and answers about FP6 in general, participation conditions for SMEs from third countries, partnership building and recommendations for procedures of searching for a suitable partner for joint projects, projects evaluation, etc. Very many questions were asked on financial issues of preparing proposals and reporting.

WP 4 - Development of Russian–language FP6 web services and periodical publishing and disseminating CORDIS-based information bulletins

The objective of Workpackage 4 was to 

· increase Russian stakeholders awareness of FP6 and emerging ERA related issues

To achieve the objective of the WP4, the main documents about ERA, FP6 and INTAS were translated into Russian by the project partners CESEP and HSE. The translated documents particularly covered Regulation (EC) No 2321/2002 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 16 December, 2002 concerning the rules for the participation, official presentation of the FP6, detailed description of the instruments of implementation of FP6 (Integrated Projects, Networks of Excellence and others) and thematic areas - Life Sciences, Information Society Technologies and Marie Curie Actions. The access to these documents was provided on the Russian websites of the CREATION project http://www.fp6-creation.ru/, Mobility NCP http://fp6.hse.ru, Knowledge Society NCP http://fp6.csrs.ru, SMEs NCP  http://www.fasie.ru/index.php?pid=51, Information Internet Channel “Science and Innovation” http://www.rsci.ru, Portal of Information Support for Innovation and Business http://www.innovbusiness.ru and others. Translations always mentioned sources of information and where to find the full original text.

HSE designed the Russian-language CORDIS-based express-information briefs. Rrelevant information on EU RTD programmes was regularly selected on CORDIS and INTAS websites, translated into Russian and information materials for the briefs were prepared on this basis. Starting from the first month from the contract date, the fortnightly issued briefs offered information on FP6 and INTAS programmes, schemes, opportunities and calls opened for participation of Russian researchers and SMEs. Some issues were devoted to the Seventh Framework Programme with special attention paid to the creation of the ERA and Russian participation in it. These briefs were published in the electronic form on the website http://www.fp6-creation.ru/win/builit.html and in hard copy for distribution among workshops participants (WP3). They were distributed free of charge to more than 3,000 electronic addresses across Russia including research organisations, universities, innovative SMEs and individual researchers. The briefs were disseminated among participants of the workshops on 8-9 June (Moscow) and 14 June (St.-Petersburg).

Subscription to the briefs was organised by mail and at the website http://www.fp6-creation.ru/win/subscribetobuilit.html. The briefs got positive response by numerous readers who subscribed to it.


The Russian-English website was started by the CREATION consortium in April 2005. It contains general information on FP6 and more detailed description of specific programme for SMEs in Russian. To establish an effective information exchange between the EU and Russia within FP6, the website consists of two major parts targeting Russian and European research communities (in Russian and English respectively) providing a wide range of two-way information flows both for Russian and EU researchers. 

The Russian part contains detailed information on opportunities for SMEs participation in FP6, updated calls for proposals, projects results and technology offers from the EU. The Russian part also provides regular CORDIS- and INTAS-based briefs in Russian, which offer information on the FP6, FP7 issues, events and calls open for participation of Russian researchers and SMEs. The project partners also developed easy-to-use facilities for electronic subscribing to the briefs via the website. The “Frequently Asked Questions” section was launched in the Russian part of the website. Interactive access was provided to the questionnaire for Russian potential participants of the FP6. 

The website is supplemented with an English-language part. The English part consists of actual information about the SME sector in Russia http://www.fp6-creation.ru/win/smeinrussia.html, provides access to the data on Russian enterprises and research organisations interested in participation in FP6 – ‘Expressions of interests’ section http://www.fp6-creation.ru/win/exprofinter.html. To assist RTD units and SMEs from the EU Member States and Associated Countries in the search for Russian partners and consortium building, a Partner Search Service “Russian RTD Units & Innovative SMEs” was established at the CREATION website http://www.fp6-creation.ru/win/partnersearch.php. A special review of the SME sector in Russia was prepared for the English part of the website http://www.fp6-creation.ru/win/smeinrussia.html.

The website was registered in the most popular Russian Internet search systems and indices such as Yandex.ru, Rambler.ru, Aport.ru; it was registered in the Internet statistical system SPYLOG for accounting of the website attendance. Linkages to the website were placed at other Russian Internet sites related to science, technology and innovation and international co-operation.

The project partners carried constant monitoring of information for the website. Many materials were translated or rendered into Russian, they always contain linkages to full versions of the most important documents and articles in English.

The database is accessible for any INCO initiatives and is used by participants and targeted audience of RUSERA, TECHBRID and other INCO projects. 

The Directory "Russian RTD Units & Innovative SMEs" is to be widely disseminated free of charge to all the parties concerned. It increases research co-operation between enterprises and the public science.

The project participants provided the information support, PR and publicising activities concerning FP6 and INTAS widely via the Internet and in mass media. 

Newsletters about FP6, SMEs specific programme and INTAS and information letters about forthcoming international workshops were disseminated among relevant journals, newspapers and information agencies.
