1. Project execution
General objective: to support researchers from Candidate Countries to prepare and submit projects, through: screening research establishment active in the projects’ field, collecting contact details and creating a detailed database of researchers and research organisations.

This objective was achieved by several specific objectives:
· Implementing a public web page: http://www.kpk.gov.pl/qualitymeat/ which contains information about project objectives, partners, services offered, events organized by project, opportunities in FP6 and initiatives in interested area, project already financed and project ideas. The most important part of this web page is a partner search mechanism which allows easy access to database information and adding new profiles as well. Web page was visited almost 30 000 times and 450 times partner search mechanism was used. 
· Creating a database. 154 institution with a research potential in field of poultry and pork good quality meat production (in a broad meaning) were recognized of which 72 expressed their interest in QUALITYMEAT project workspace and 190 researchers profiles are collected in the database
· Organizing information days and brokerage events: 
1) 2-3 September 2004 in Bucharest, Romania “Info Day & Training of Researchers Food Quality and Safety” (200 participants)
2) 18 October 2004 in Budapest, Hungary “Training of researchers QUALITYMEAT, TrainNet Future, SMEs for Food, SMEs Go LifeSciences” 
3) 7 June 2005 in Pulawy, Poland, Info Day on the XI International Conference "Health Safety, Quality and Price the Basis for Pork Meat Exports" (400 participants)

4) 8 June 2005 in Pulawy, Poland brokerage event (25 participants with 13 presentations + 10 project partners) 

5) 20 October, 2005 in Sofia, Bulgaria an Info Day during the Conference “Animal Science in the Balkan Countries…” (60 participants)
6) 7 February 2006 in Warsaw, Poland brokerage event “for avian influenza call” (18 participants with 12 presentations)
7) 13-17 March, 2006 in Bologna, Italy "Science Week" - Faculty of Economics, University of Bologna

· Promotion activities
Almost all project partners have links and information to the QUALITYMEAT web on their webs. All of them informed on national events and individual consultations and meetings about project goals and readiness to support in any activity leading to proposal submission currently or in future. It is difficult to present it in numbers but the awareness of researchers about Framework Programme possibilities in FOOD sector and in general concerning rules of participation really increased. Specially beneficial are brokerage events where a lot of time for questions and individual discussion is dedicated.
2 editions of catalogue concerning QUALITYMEAT researchers profiles from database were printed and a CD ROM (100 copies). First edition was distributed during July events in Pulawy, Poland in 100 copies. The second edition (500 copies) at the end of project contains all collected profiles. This catalogue was distributed in 200 copies during the Austrian conference in Vienna: “The 7th Framework Programme – Finding Partners in Food, Agriculture and Biotechnology Research”, 16-17 May 2006.
Both in national newspapers and newsletters edited by organizations involved in QUALITYMEAT 9 articles were published.

And results are:
The common communication platform http://www.kpk.gov.pl/qualitymeat/ was visited 34274 times. 450 partner searches were done, 13 project ideas were presented. Database with 190 researchers’ profiles. 79 proposals from institutions (researchers) who took part in Info Days, brokerage events and which are in the database were submitted to FP6 calls. 19 of them were successful + 6 over threshold. 
Increase of BG, HU, PL, RO, SK and CY participation in FOOD priority calls in FP6 with partners from institutions taking part in the QUALITYMEAT activities (database, Info Days, brokerage events) is 111%.
Those numbers don’t contain the results of all 2005 calls, including avian flu. Those results are not yet available. 
Not countable but very important are “integration” results made by project partners and several researchers. Specially researchers from Institute of Animal Science in Sofia, Bulgaria used offered services. In Romania very important was spreading information. In this big country information resources (regarding FP) are rather not enough. Very good NCP in the Institute of Food Bioresources – Claudia Mosoiu on one hand helped us a lot, on the other needs support. In Poland researchers met together around “project building” which on the national level still needs improving.
As well rising skills and knowledge concerning FOOD and FPs rules between less experienced project partners was achieved. Project meetings helped in good contacts between “old”, “new” and “candidate” countries.

· Contacts with researchers made during the project will be continued
· Information about current status of the project results, database and web will be published in national partners’ newsletters or other media.
